On May 31, 2020 at 4:50 p.m., the downtown business area of Walnut Creek was the target of mass looting by an organized group of criminals. Thirty-nine separate businesses were victimized and the estimated total loss in damaged and stolen property is between three to four million dollars. 
The Walnut Creek Police Department Investigations Bureau immediately began investigating the mass looting in an attempt to hold those involved responsible for their actions. WCPD Detectives reviewed hours of security video footage and social media video posts and have thus far identified nine adult suspects (8 females and 1 male). Detectives obtained and executed several search and arrest warrants for these suspects, none of whom live in Walnut Creek.
On November 23, 2020, the looting case was presented to the Contra Costa County District Attorney’s Office which filed felony Burglary during a State of Emergency – PC 463(a) charges on seven of the suspects who looted Macy’s and one who looted Victoria’s Secret. In addition the Contra Costa County District Attorney’s Office filed a misdemeanor charge of Burglary during a State of Emergency – PC 463(c) on one suspect who looted Site for Sore Eyes.
